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INSTALLATION GUIDELINES

Exposure to direct sun/ultraviolet light will cause jacket deterioration. Avoid
locations where sunlight enters thru skylights, turbine vents, windows, etc.

Exposure to direct UV-c/germicidal light can cause deterioration of the inner
liner of the duct and should be avoided.

Terminal devices shall be supported independently of the flexible duct.

The duct should be supported at 5" maximum intervals by means of min 1.5”
wide straps, ceiling joists, truss supports, or other hanging devices approved
by the “authority having jurisdiction”. Connections to rigid duct or equipment
shall be considered a support joint.

CORRECT INCORRECT

The duct should be supported such that the “sag” between supports does not
exceed 1/2" per foot of support spacing.

Vertical runs of duct should be secured at 6° maximum intervals.

Avoid sharp bends. The inside radius of any bend should not be less than 1/2
the ID of the duct.

Avoid installing excess duct. For an efficient system always install the duct
fully extended and use the minimum length necessary.

Repair any tears in the vapor barrier with UL 181B-FX tape. Damaged inner
core should be replaced or spliced with a collar.

Do not install where the outer jacket will contact any surface exceeding 200
deg F.
